We are not suggesting that you replace large sections of the bows or stern of your boat but will hopefully give you sufficient information to enable you to make minor repairs i.e. a small hole or crack in the hull of the boat, replacing the tip of the bows (50 – 75mm) What materials are required and how you can carry out the repair. There will be ample time allowed for questions and hopefully we will have the answers. 
This workshop is not for everyone but clubs should consider sending the person who usually carries out the repairs to their clubs equipment or someone who has a practical skill and would like to learn more. This is in no way meant to replace the boat manufacturers and repairers who will be required for larger more serious damage or refurbishment.
